Instruction Format:
Interactive Notebook & Class Discussions:

· Students will maintain an Interactive Notebook (INB) with all class notes, book work & related assignments.
· In each chapter, students will take notes over a PowerPoint presentation, text, and/or lecture. 
· INB will be checked every 2-3 weeks or at the end of each unit/assessment with notice given to ensure completion.
· INB may be taken home to complete missing work, but the student is responsible to return it to the classroom shelf the next day.
· Students will participate in group discussions by answering critical thinking questions.

Assignments:

· Once a week, we will watch CNN Student News and complete a current event paper.  If a student is absent on that day, he/she is responsible for watching it and completing the form within a week.
· Students will have in-class work, homework, vocabulary, and projects throughout each unit. 

· Students will write summaries and answer essay questions using complete sentences.
Tests & Quizzes:
· Students will take tests & quizzes consisting of true/false, matching, multiple choice questions, map & analytical skills and short answer questions. Quizzes will be given once a week to assess learning.

· Pre​AP classes include all concepts in regular social studies coursework, but the pace of the course covers basic principles quickly allowing students to explore them in greater depth with project-​based learning and student​-guided inquiry. Furthermore, there is a greater assumed responsibility on behalf of the student.
Course Policies:
Assignments & Class Notes 

· All assignments & class notes must be legible. If I cannot read it, I will not grade it. 
· Students are responsible their name and hour on each assignment.

Late or Missing Assignments 
· Any assignment not turned in at the beginning of the period on the day it is due is late. 
· MOST assignments are completed in the INB. These assignments must be completed before I grade that unit.  Students will have advanced notice of this due date.
· No credit will be given for work that is turned in after we have moved on to the next unit.  
· DO NOT put late work (not INB work) in homework box. All late or missing work must be turned in to the Make-up/Late Work basket.
Absences
· Students are responsible for getting all make-up work & turning it in on time. 

· All assignments & work can be found in the daily slots for absent work and on the whiteboard each week.
· DO NOT put make-up work in homework box. It goes into the Make-Up Work basket.
Classroom Discipline:   
· Disrespectful behavior will be immediately addressed the “Strike One, Two, Three, You’re Out”.  I will simply say the students name and “Strike One”.  This is a warning to stop disturbing class with his/her behavior.  If it continues, “Strike Two.”  At this point the student has had two warnings.  If the student still continues to disturb class, a “Strike Three” will lead to detention.  
· I will ALWAYS contact parents before assigning this detention.  

· Students begin anew each day.  However, if the same misbehavior continues, action will be taken.

· Major infractions will result in a referral to the office.
· We will practice this procedure to ensure students understand expectations in the classroom.
